Real Life Maths at Home

Today | attended a professional development with the Year Two teachers presented by Professor Doug Clarke from ACU
Melbourne called Maths LABS. All three of us gained a wealth of new knowledge and were given some timely reminders abo
how to effectivey engage children in Maths lessons in the learning area.

Some statistics from a study conducted by Northcote and Mclintosh, 1999, provided some fascinating statistics that | feel al
extremely beneficial to share with parents. Over 24 hours, a group 0fvalunteers recorded all computations they made
throughout their daily lives.

Here is what they found about their computations:

48% occurred inside the home and 18% were at the shops
25% involved time and 23% involved shopping

60% only required aastimate

85% were mental

45% involved addition and 43% involved subtraction
